Bible Reading Guide 
As you read these passages each day, ask yourself the corresponding questions: 
 

Day 1 – This passage is our foundation for our study.  Weigh Christ’s actions on your 
behalf against any impurity in your life?  What motivation do you have to remove 
impurity? 
Day 2 – Have you been living that a certain level of impurity in your life is tolerable 
before God?  Based off this passage – what is the truth? 
Day 3 – What are some ways that impurity can creep into the church though at first 
glance appear harmless?  How well is FHBC living out James 1:27?  How can we 
improve? Who do you need to talk to? 
Day 4 – What does this passage say is the cost of impurity?  How have you been 
positioning your life to allow impurity?  What needs to change? 
Day 5 – Since the Bible unlocks the wisdom to overcome impurity, what can you do to 
raise the priority of the Bible influencing every day of your life?  Think practical. 
Day 6 – Have you lifted your life to idols through things that are impure?  Pray this 
Psalm to God.
